The Awards

demonstrate business excellence and the highest standards of ethical conduct, integrity and civic and
social responsibility will receive 2012 New Mexico Ethics in Business Awards.

The History

The New Mexico Ethics in Business Awards began in 2000 at the initiative of Samaritan
Counseling Center. The founders felt that individuals and companies who have successfully
integrated ethical business conduct and social responsibility into their daily decision-making

should be publicly honored.

The Process

A public announcement for nominations begins the summer before each event. Friends and co-
workers who have witnessed good ethical behavior nominate individuals, for-profit companies, and
not-for-profit organizations who they believe deserve to receive this year’s awards. Students from the
UNM Anderson Schools of Management then analyze and conduct research on 30 nominees for a
class entitled, “The Ethical, Political and Social Environment of Business.” A Selection Committee of
business leaders reviews the results of the students’ research and chooses the award recipients.

The Dinner

The 13™ Annual New Mexico Ethics in Business Awards will be presented, with over 800 New
Mexicans in attendance, on Wednesday, April 18, 2012 during the Awards dinner at the Hotel
Albuquerque at Old Town in Albuquerque.

Proceeds from the event benefit the Good Samaritan Fund at the Samaritan Counseling Center to
provide counseling services for individuals with limited financial resources and the UNM Anderson
Schools of Management to further the study and teachings of ethical business practices.
